PAID AN OFFICIAL VISIT TO UGANDA FROM 1ST TO 2ND 

AUGUST 2024.

7. THE TWO PRINCIPALS EXCHANGED VIEWS ON VARIOUS 

REGIONAL, CONTINENTAL, AND INTERNATIONAL ISSUES OF 

MUTUAL INTEREST AND CONCERN AND REITERATED THE 

COMMITMENT OF THEIR GOVERNMENTS TO CONTINUE 

COLLABORATING AT REGIONAL, CONTINENTAL, AND 

INTERNATIONAL LEVELS. 
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8. HIS EXCELLENCY, BRICE CLOTAIRE OLIGUI NGUEMA 

EXPRESSED HIS GRATITUDE TO HIS EXCELLENCY YOWERI 

KAGUTA MUSEVENI FOR THE WARM RECEPTION AND
